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The principal economics ideas of Christianity are considered in the article. The article analyses some publications by Ukrainian and Russian researchers, church historians and publicists dedicated to study of this problem. In this article the attention is focused on the influence of economics ideas of Christianity on modern economics. We must consider the economic ideas of Christianity, not only in the context of the development of Christianity and economic thinking, but associating them with a possibile national Post - crisis economic strategy of Ukraine.
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Raising of problem.  An important problem of nowadays is searching for the ways to stimulate economic development, its modernization, with aim to increase a population’s welfare. Ukrainian society is suffering from a poverty. If in early 2012, the minimum salary in Ukraine was 117 Euro, in the leading European countries it was higher in 10 – 12 times. Guaranteed minimum salary in Germany at that time was 1442 euro in Ireland – 1432, in Belgium – 1387, in the Netherlands – 1382, in France – 1321 Euro. However, spendings on priority needs of Ukrainians are larger than the Europeans. A part of utility costs in the structure of  Ukrainian’s wages is about 40% , in Europe – 20%,spending for a food – 15 – 20 % of the family’s budget, and in European countries – 8 – 10%. The poverty of the majority of the population raises other social problems. About 100 thousand children live on the Ukrainian streets. To 30 % of Ukrainian men do not live to the retirement. This horrible statistic can be continued for a long time... And while all this, the rich Ukrainian men take the top in the rankings of the richest men in Europe and in the world. Where should we look a solution?  How can we change the situation? Ukrainian society – is a mostly Christian society. And so, one of the possible ways out of the crisis is a return to Christian canons, new rethinking of economic ideas of Christianity and to use them.
Overview of recent research and publications. In the scientific literature (not theological ) paid not enough attention to study the questions of economic ideas of Christianity, and in available publications of this question is clarified by one – sided. In particular, the well – known scientists like V. M. Kovalchuk, M.V. Lazarevic, M.I. Saray, P.I. Yukhimenko, P.M. Leonenko, B.D. Lanovik, Z.M. Matysyakevych, R.M. Matejko consider the economic ideas of Christianity quite short, only in the context of the development of Christianity and economic thinking, not associating them with a possibile national Post - crisis economic strategy of Ukraine.

The problem. The main source of economic ideas of Christianity is the Bible. [1] That’s why, the study of the text of the Holy Book, the selection and understanding of basic economic ideas is the main aim of this publication. And this is what determines the relevance of the publication. 

The main material of research. The authors and compilers of the Bible were strongly against taking away the property of a neighbor, crimes of an economic nature. The eighth commandment of God's law – “Do not steal” It is forbidden to steal  that is, the appropriation in any way what belongs to others. Kinds of stealing can be different: theft – as stealing things what belongs to others, plunder – forcibly taking away the things what belongs to others, sacrilege – assignment of ownership of the church, bribery – the officials take illegal gifts from people whose requests are obliged to perform for free according to their status, parasitism – receiving a salary for his work, but nothing, in fact, do not perform, extortion – taking the big money using human affliction, sometimes taking the last property, deceit – the appropriation of another's property by tricks [2 , c. 532-533 ]. 

The Bible also condemned the accumulation of great wealth. ( As it is relevant and meaningful for the present society, based on enrichment at any prise! Some of today's rich men do not even hide the fact that their first capital earned by criminal way). “See and beware of covetousness (meaning you must beware of the love to wealth, passion for enrichment), because life does not depend on the wealth of the estate” – Jesus Christ taught us. For better understanding the words he spoke in parables. One of them is about foolish rich man. 

One rich man had a forth good cornfield. He began to think: “What should I do? There is no place to gather my fruits.” And having decided, he said: “That's what I will do: break my barns and build greater ones, and there I will gather all my bread and my goods. And I will tell to my soul: my soul. You have many goods lying with you for years: drink, eat, have fun.” 

But God said to him: “The fool! This night your soul will be required of you (I mean you’ll die), who should get what you prepared?” Finishing this parable, the Lord said, “So it happens with those who collect richness only for himself and becoming ​​rich for God” [ 1, Lk 12, 15-31 ]. 

This is what the Bible teaches us, befall everyone who collects wealth only for themselves, for their own pleasure and invention, not for good God business – do not help a neighbor, do not relieve their suffering. Death comes to human, and earthly richness will bring her

            In the Gospel of Mark states that “easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than a rich man to enter the kingdom of God” [3 , p. 294 ]. 

Economic views of Christianity based on the equality of all men to God, justice, social value of work. “what measure you use”, Christ says in the Gospel of Matthew - that would be meted out to you”. To conform to the Christian ideals, advised the majority to sell all their possessions, or distribute it to people who need it [3 , p. 294 ]. 

The researchers point out that the Bible condemned usury and debt slavery [ 3,4,5 ]. In one of the parables that Jesus told us, refers to a man who owed ​​the king ten thousand talents. But he had nothing to pay for the debt. When he was brought to the king, the king ordered  him to be sold, and his wife, and children, to sell all the property and pay the debt. When a debtor has fallen on his knees ifront of the king and begged him to postpone debt repayment period, gracious king took pity on him, forgave him all the debt and let him go. That man came out from the king, he saw one of his friends, who loaned him a hundred denarii ( sum a million times smaller than was the duty of the lender to the king ). He grabbed him and began to choke, demanding to return the borrowed money. A friend of his fell on his knees, begged her saying,  “Have patience, I will return everything.” But this man did not want to wait, and went and put his friend in prison until the debt will be repaid. When the king found out from friends of the victim about the cruelty of that man, he called him and said: “O wicked servant ! All that debt I forgave you because you begged me. Is it supposed to be gracious to you and your friend, as I had mercy on you?” And in anger, the king gave it to people who punish the criminals, torturers until you return the debt” [1, Mt 18, 21-35 , Luke 17, 3 -4 ]. Another proof of a negative attitude to the idea of ​​the recovery rate of the loan is the words of Jesus: “Let the loan without expecting anything”, as it is mentioned in the Gospel of Luke [3 , p. 294 ]. 

Analysis of the biblical text indicates a high level of trade, widespread money among the ancient inhabitants of Palestine, availability of even such professions as “money – changers”. But regard to money – changers and moneylenders is mostly negative. “Jesus Christ drove all traders away from the temple, overturn all moneychangers’ tables and scattered their money. And he told to doveselers: “Take it away, and do not make my Father's house as a house for trade” [ 1 Jn. 2, 13-25 ]. 

Another place of the Holy book, describing the entrance of the Lord into Jerusalem temple, shows this situation again: again went into the temple Christ, as it has been, drive all sellers and buyers away, telling them: “It is written: My house is the house of prayer, but you have made it as a house of thieves” [1, Ps.8 3 ] (here even sales compared with the robbers ).

Christianity is supported and approved the payment of state taxes. Well – known phrase “Give to Caesar Caesar's, and to God – God’s” - Jesus Christ’s answer for the question “Is it lawful to pay for Caesar ?” meaning so – you need to pay taxes to Caesar, to be obedient to him in all that is not contrary to God's commandments. The tax - a legal obligation and necessity. 

Christianity is called to be merciful. The works of mercy are spiritually and physically. Works of mercy tangible (physical ): feed someone who is hungry, give a drink someone who is thirsty, dress the naked one, visit the sick one and to assist his recovery, to take traveler in your house and give him a rest, bury dead poors. These statements, in fact, had to maintain social and economic stability, peace and tranquility that society - the researchers remark [6,7 ]. 

Christianity condemned laziness and negligence, urged believers to work hard six days a week and one day – to relax, to devote to God. The fourth commandment of God's law – “Remember the Sabbatical day to keep it holy, six days you work and do there all the work you have, but the seventh day – the Sunday ia a day of your Lord”. 

Christianity recognized the work as the foundation of human life and proclaimed the principle of the overarching work and equal pay for equal work. The famous slogan “If someone does not want to work, let him not eat”, “Everyone gets a payment for his own labor” declared disciple Paul [3, p. 294].            It was believed that all people receive the various gifts from the God: life, strength, health, good life. But God also knows how much to give according to each ability, so someone get more, someone get less. How a person took advantage of these gifts, so he should report to God

Conclusions. Thus, the economic ideas of Christianity, put in the Bible, does not lose its importance and relevance nowadays. And even, on the contrary, in conditions of contention, disappointment and uncertainty they are the guidemark, which leads us to the knowledge of the God’s truth. Grain of  wise and eternal things, enserted in the Bible, must gradually change the mentality of Ukrainian society. They can be the basis of a possible national post – crisis economic strategy, they can be a cornerstone in understanding and shaping the Ukrainian national idea.
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
