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The current issues of teaching of the courses «Safety of life», «Occupational safety», «Civil protection», «Safety in industry» are presented in the article. We made the analysis of recent scientific publications on the subject, consider issues that arise during the transformation of the study above mentioned disciplines from the regulatory category in the category of «choice»; it is shown possible ways of their elimination.
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Statement of the problem. Recently in higher educational institutions of Ukraine there is a number of debatable issues related to the teaching of the following subjects: «Safety of life», «Occupational safety», «Civil protection», «Safety in industry».
All this is due to the reform of higher education, the adoption of a new edition of the law of Ukraine «On education», as well as a number of other important documents.

Analysis of major studies and publications, which have begun to solve the problem. In scientific works of specialists at the «Safety of life», «Occupational safety», «Civil protection», «Safety in industry» problem of presenting these subjects in universities of Ukraine (V. M. Zaplatynskyi, V. Tereschenko, O. I. Zaporozhets) are ambiguously addressed issues of education reform in the area of the above disciplines that prompted the author to write this article.

The aim of the research is to summarize the publications of teaching «Safety of life» in Ukrainian universities.

The main objective is to detail main problematic issues on the topic.

The research results. According to the results of the analysis of publications in professional journals was made following analysis of recent publications on this subject.

In May 2014 the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine cancelled a joint order «On the organization and improvement of training on the protection of labour, life safety and civil protection in higher educational institutions of Ukraine» dated 21.10.2010 # 969/922/216.

How does it impact on the amount of teaching mentioned disciplines in higher educational institutions of Ukraine?

Editorial research-and-production journal «Labour safety» took part the survey of respondents. The questionnaire contained three questions: «Does your University has Department for the study of labor protection?», «What changed after the abolition of joint order?», «Does a section «Protection of labour» include in bachelors’ and master’s diploma?».
Nineteen Ukrainian universities responded that nothing has changed, work in 2014–2015 academic year continues the previously approved plans.

Almost all of the responses suggest that the abolition of the joint order did not significantly influenced on the formation of curriculum for 2014–2015 academic year. In most universities it is explained because the order was canceled after the planning of the teaching load.

Conduct survey showed that 16 of 19 universities has specialized departments. The qualitative composition of the departments: 28 Doctors and 123 Candidates of Technical Sciences. This is a huge army of specialists, which is doing everything today for safe work for many years ahead.

The relevance of studying of disciplines of «Safety of life», «Occupational safety», «Civil protection», «Safety in industry» in the framework of the academic year in the universities in modern conditions were established in 1985 and is not in doubt.

Due to the fact that secondary school was excluded subject «Basics of life safety», and in the program of the subject «Protecting the homeland» on the study of the sphere of civil protection allocated insufficient amount of instructional time that was broken the sequence and continuity of learning – «from simple to complex».

First-year students in universities have not available knowledge (knowledge acquired in secondary school) which necessary for quality learning program of the discipline «Safety of life».

A second-year student of the universities until the fifth course was successfully losing more than 80 % of knowledge, even with high-quality interdisciplinary and interdepartmental relations which necessary for quality learning discipline «Civil protection».

In the framework of the educational process for such a distinction in the time of the study to achieve the goals of programs disciplines is unlikely [4].

The situation in the country in the last year, especially in the area of antiterrorist operations, requires new approaches in the teaching of several disciplines.

In standard programs above disciplines in a direct statement does not address issues of warning and informing the population in case of emergencies, evacuation (people, material, cultural and other values), which further impacted negatively on the development of curricula in the disciplines.

Special literature that exists today in a mass edition in this disciplines is fragmented, designed for different levels of usage and only in case of a system using the Internet gives the opportunity to learn full syllabus of subjects [2].

December 12, 2014 in Kiev the Ukrainian seminar of heads of departments and specialists in life safety and civil protection was started. The seminar was initiated by the Advisory scientific Council «Safety of life and human activities» of the Ministry of Education and Science.

The timeliness of this meeting was due to the decision from the 2015/2016 academic year to change the research disciplines «Safety of life», «Occupational safety», «Civil protection», «Safety in industry» from the normative categories into the category of «сhoice», as well as the increase in the number of credits studied disciplines from 1,5 to 3.

Experts drew attention to the fact that the teachers of the departments of Labor Protection will not participate in the meetings of the examination boards, it will lead to the fact that the number of teachers on average will decrease by half.

Many teachers can transfer at rates of 0,5, and those who end the contract with the University, it may not be extended. 

Given the level of injuries including fatal, agribusiness, faculty staff of «Occupational safety» should be increased, not reduced. 

In some universities the category of «Labor protection» turned on just for graduation projects in technical specialties. 

Even in specialized institutions of the Department of Emergency Situations of Ukraine are studying ways to overcome disasters and not prevent them. The students have a low level of knowledge, skills, and specific skills of independent work and some low level of computer training [4]. 

There is a low interest of students in acquiring knowledge (scientific tasks of a creative nature, development projects, presentations, use of various methods of knowledge test). In a very short time it addressed the issues on the development of which requires significantly more training time. 

The lectures and practical classes on the subject has the same training time [1].

Conclusions:

1. So the curricula are developed in accordance with Industry standards of higher education in areas of training have not changed, and the number of hours for study of these subjects should remain the same.

2. The course «Safety of life» may be reformed depending on the specialization of the university or areas of training of the student.

3. The course «Safety of life» should not be reduced or integrated into other disciplines, because the number of dangers threatening modern people is constantly increasing. In the current socio-political situation in the country this reduction of hours for the study of subjects that give students vital information regarding the actions in case of danger of different origins, can be seen as a threat to national security of Ukraine in general.

4. It is unacceptable in technical universities to reduce the time of training programmes of this disciplines.

5. It is unacceptable to combine these disciplines in one discipline with one test or exam.

6. Must enter to all discipline of engineer technology faculty following topics:

- occupational safety during the technical processes;

- occupational safety in the operation of machines, mechanisms, equipment.

7. In disciplines that examine facility design, construction, vehicles, machinery, equipment, etc., it is necessary to introduce topics concerning safety requirements during the design of appropriate facilities and safety requirements for the structure corresponding machines, mechanisms etc.

8. These requirements are provided by a number of laws, standards, rules and other normative-legal documents of labor protection and industrial safety in Ukraine adopted in the prescribed manner to the relevant international instruments.

9. The presence of the section of labor protection in diploma works of graduates allows students to implement their theoretical knowledge, shaping requirements on labor protection for technological processes or structural developments. In the business plans must be taken into account the need to allocate funds for measures of labor protection, as envisaged in article 19 of the Law of Ukraine «On labour protection», estimated the socio-economic aspect of their implementation, the sources of funding. In this approach the graduate will have the authority not only as a specialist in agricultural production, but also as a high level specialist who not only cares about the culture of production and workers’ health but also knows how to achieve this [3].
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
